The music, the hugely talented cast, the fabulous set and costumes and the fun yet serious underlying 
message of the show evokes the most ecstatic audience reaction I have ever known in my 60plus year career.  
Why would I walk away from that?  My job is to entertain and that is what this show does; the audiences are 
diverse and huge and I feel proud to be part of it - despite my aching bones.”
